Aili Schmeltz is an artist whose work conceptually explores dualities inherent in the American suburban landscape as hideous and seductive, kitch and homey, humorous and heartbreaking. Her soft sculptures and installation/ drawing constructions combine references to upholstered furniture, model making and home decor such as vinyl, model trees, shag carpet, wood paneling, and polyester, using these materials as emblems, snapshot memories of the 1970s tract home of her youth. 


Schmeltz recently returned to Portland from Tucson, Arizona where she earned her MFA in sculpture from the University of Arizona. She holds a BFA from the Kansas City Art Institute.
